The Washington State Legislature convened on January 12, 2026, marking the second half of the 69th Biennium. Over the 60-day session, lawmakers will consider policy legislation and revise the 2025-27 biennial budget, focusing on the second fiscal year (FY27). Ahead of session, Governor Ferguson released his proposed 2026 supplemental operating and capital budget; a review can be found on FPB’s Briefs page.

SB 5909 — Reviewing and discontinuing low-enrollment undergraduate programs
· Requires university boards to annually identify undergraduate programs averaging fewer than ten graduates per year over five years and report programs listed for three consecutive years
· Why this matters: Could affect UW’s authority over academic programs

SB 5978 – Guaranteed admissions program
· Establishes a guaranteed admissions pathway for eligible Washington high school students and requires early notification and data sharing between K–12 and public four-year institutions
· Why this matters: Increases access and awareness of college admission opportunities for Washington students and influences enrollment patterns at UW
