The Washington State Legislature convened on January 12, 2026, marking the second half of the 69th Biennium. Over the 60-day session, lawmakers will consider policy legislation and revise the 2025-27 biennial budget, focusing on the second fiscal year (FY27). Ahead of session, Governor Ferguson released his proposed 2026 supplemental operating and capital budget; a review can be found on FPB’s Briefs page.

SB 6346 (HB 2474) — Establishing a tax on millionaires
· Imposes a 9.9% tax on individuals with incomes exceeding $1 million beginning in 2028
· Why this matters: This tax will also apply to non-WA state resident student athletes; revenue will help fund higher education (among other services) 

SB 5826 – Access to medication abortion at postsecondary institutions
· Requires public higher education institutions to offer access to medication abortion, train staff, and maintain a webpage with reproductive health information
· Why this matters: Codifies existing UW practices in state law, reinforcing continuity of reproductive health access by creating a statewide standard across public institutions
